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TAX TIME'!

Here is a brief list of the
main things you need to
know about your resource
parent pay and your taxes;

1. Most resource parents
will not receive a 1099 form

because resource parent
pay is generally exempt
from federal income

tax. Some types of respite
may be the exception to
this rule. You should have
received a 1099 in January,
if you were to get one.

2. You will not receive a
difficulty of care letter be-
cause difficulty of care certi-
fication is no longer needed
to support the federal in-
come tax exemption.

3. Foster parent pay is not
taxable when paid by a
qualified foster care place-
ment agency for the care of
qualified foster individuals.
Family Care Services is a
qualified placement agency
and most of the clients we
serve are qualified foster
individuals; therefore, the
income paid to resource

S
parents is generally not
taxable for federal income
tax and should not be in-
cluded in your federal re-
turn.

4. You may qualify for tax
exemptions or credits be-
cause of your foster chil-
dren. Please consult with a
tax professional to deter-
mine if you qualify for any
of these exemptions or
credits.
